Between 1959 and approximately September 2021, the Village supplied water
service, including potable and fire flow services, to the former over-the-road
oasis at Milepost 25.0 on the Tri-State, 1-294. Since 1959, and continuing
through today, the Village has supplied water to the gas stations on both sides
of the toll highway at that location. The Village maintains the water main
piping and a related two million gallon-standpipe storage facility. In
connection with the Tollway’s Central Tri-State project, maintenance of the
water main piping and storage facility (collectively, “Maintenance”), at an
estimated cost of $1,100,000, is required. The Village intends to perform the
Maintenance to continue the water service and has requested that the Tollway
share in the Maintenance costs. The Tollway agreed to share in the
Maintenance cost and will reimburse the Village an amount not to exceed
$500,000.
