The Tollway’s review shall take into consideration the anticipated completion
date of any uncompleted Projects and the issuance of future Series of Bonds if
necessary to finance the completion of such Projects.

The Tollway has caused the described estimates to be prepared and its
review to be performed as required by the Indenture.
